How to Find Apprenticeships 
Find an Apprenticeship 

 Search around your postcode for Advanced (level 3), Higher (Level 4) or Degree (Level 6) 
apprenticeships. 
Check start dates as you can’t start an apprenticeship until after year 13 so July 2022 
onwards.  
Check entry requirements carefully, including qualifications, experience, skills and whether a 
car is required. 
Make sure you create an account and register as otherwise you may not be able to apply for 
a vacancy. You can also get alerts on your phone for new vacancies. Click here
